Strategic Plan and Development Plan. 

A review of our Development Plan has been

That has now been completed 

after a thorough process of consultation and 

consideration. We will now move on to review 

the Development Plan which was drawn up in 

2005 and has led to the completion of the Sr 

Mary Justine Maths and Science Block and the 

Roberta Scott Gymnasium. Among the likely 

changes to be made will be bringing forward 

provision of a chapel, the lack of which was noted in the 

Special Character Review. 

The time frame for any further development is of course subject to finance. We still owe three million 

dollars on previous projects and it will take a while to reduce this debt before we can start new building 

projects.

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Finance. 
We are anxious that we continue to enjoy the generosity of 

parents in paying Attendance Dues and the other 

contributions that they make. We understand that there will 

be some whose circumstances change so that they experience 

difficulty and we urge them to contact the College Office so 

that our hardship arrangements or those of the new Diocesan 

Scholarship Fund may help if they can. Otherwise, our 

financial health depends on your support. We will also make 

provision on accounts for those who are able to donate a little 

extra to help those in the Carmel community who can benefit 

Building Activity. 
Funds have been set aside by the Proprietor Board to deal with some major leak problems in the Administration Block 
which is now seven years old. We believe this work is covered under various guarantees but may incur some costs.  Work 
will commence on this at Easter. 

Funds have also been set aside for a new fence on the Shakespeare Road frontage. We will upgrade the current very basic 
fence with something more in keeping with the rest of our new buildings. We received a small subsidy from Council 
towards this as part of our agreement to let some of our land be used for the new bus bay and footpath. 

The PTFA has set funds aside for shade sales for the Intermediate Block and we expect final consents and work to 
commence shortly.
